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I have often commented in my newsletter 
that our Texas weather is ever changing.  Can 
you believe that on January 21st. and 22nd. we 
had snow and we had two snow day holidays 
at school? Then, lo and behold, the first week 
of February, I was wearing shorts and we had 
highs in the 80's.  As I'm writing this article 
on February 9th, I decided to check the 10-
day forecast and beginning on February 10th 
- 15th our highs will be what I consider normal 
which is 50's and 60's with lows in the upper 
30's.  For those of you that have just moved 
to the area, get used to this.  Your heat is on 
one day and the next you might turn on your 
a/c or just open your windows and enjoy the 
fresh air.
With all of this up and down weather, your 
azaleas are probably starting to bloom and 
if you have camellias, they are still blooming.  
The Elm trees have already started to put on 
their leaves so I am hoping that we have an 
early spring.    You need to consider fertilizing 
your azaleas and camellias after they bloom.  
You can use ironite granules and an azalea/
camellia fertilizer.
Now, with our wacky weather and all the rain 
that we have experienced, your yard is still 
pretty moist.  I would recommend that you 

not turn on your sprinkler system this month.  
You can apply your fertilizer and consider 
putting down a fungicide and herbicide.  
Please refer to my previous article where I 
provided you with the schedule and what to 
use.
Remember, I've always said that when pecan 
trees start to leaf out, spring is on its way, so 
this is what it means.  You can begin to start 
cutting back all your freeze damaged plants.  
Don't go crazy with your pruning.  Start at the 
top and work your way down until you see 
green.  Also try to cut at an angle instead of a 
straight blunt cut.  If you have a large amount 
of dollar clover and various types of weeds, 
Bonide Weed Beater is great.  I am including 
a picture of my purple salvia and hot lips 
salvia to show you that they are still green and 
blooming even after being covered in snow.
If you drained your sprinkler lines during our 
freezing temperatures, don't forget to turn 
them back on but leave your system off.  You 
will only need to water after you fertilize and 
then on an as needed basis.
